Another reason why prayer is important for Jews is because it is a chance to praise God. For example, the Amidah prayer consists of 18 blessings that are about gratitude and thanksgiving.

Another reason why Abraham is important is because he demonstrated faith and obedience. He trusted God and showed willingness to sacrifice Isaac.
